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Using the Playlist 

 
VenturiOne allows you to organize your files using the Playlist. A Playlist is a collection of playlist 
items. Playlist items are made up of LMD files, workspace files and compensation files. The Playlist 
can be saved as a playlist file. The Playlist is displayed within the Playlist Panel. 
 

Playlist Panel 

 
The Playlist Panel allows you to create a list of files that you wish to analyze and contains controls 
for navigating through the files.  
 

Playlist Panel Views 

 
By default the Playlist Panel is open and pinned to the left hand side of the Application Workspace, 
as illustrated in the figure below: 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
To auto-hide the Playlist Panel, click the Push Pin. The Playlist Panel is hidden and the Playlist tab 
appears in the top left hand corner of the Workspace, as illustrated below: 
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Click the Playlist tab to re-display the Playlist Panel. Click the Push Pin to fix the Playlist Panel in 
the open position so it is always visible. This fixing of the Playlist Panel resizes the Workspace 
accordingly.  
 
The size of the Playlist Panel can be adjusted by dragging the splitter bar to the desired position. 
 

Relocate the Playlist Panel 

 
The position of the Playlist Panel can be modified. Double clicking the Playlist Panel title bar 
alternates between docked and un-docked modes. 
 
The un-docked Playlist Panel can be dragged to a new position anywhere on the desktop. 
 
Click and drag the un-docked Playlist Panel over the Application Workspace to display the blue 
relocation arrows as illustrated below: 
 

 
 
 
Each of the blue arrows can be used to dock the Playlist Panel to bottom, top, right or left of the 
Application Workspace.  
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Playlist Panel Title 

 
When a Playlist that has not been saved is displayed in the Playlist Panel the title of the Playlist 
Panel is óUntitled Playlistô.  
 
When a Playlist that has been saved is displayed in the Playlist Panel the name of the playlist file is 
shown in the title of the Playlist Panel. 
 

Playlist Panel Columns 

 
There are 5 columns in the Playlist Panel: 
 

¶ Item Number 

¶ Listmode 

¶ Workspace 

¶ Compensation 

¶ A column containing a green arrow when the indicated item is open in the workspace 
 

 

 
 
The column headers of the first two columns are not width adjustable.  
 
All other column headers are width adjustable. To adjust the width, drag the column dividers to the left 
or right. If you double click the column dividers adjustable columns they will resize to display their 
contents optimally. 
 

Create a Playlist 

 
To create a Playlist you need to add LMD files and associated with them workspace and 
compensation files. 

Add Listmode Files to the Playlist  

 
To add a LMD file to the Playlist select one of the following three options: 
 

¶ Select the Open Listmodeé menu item from the VenturiOne Menu: 
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¶ Click the Open Listmode   button on the Quick Access Toolbar. 
 

¶ Press the Ctrl+O keys.  
 
Any of the above options will display a Windows Open dialog allowing you to select up to 400 files to 
be added to the Playlist. 
 
You can also use Windows Explorer to drag and drop files directly into the Playlist Panel.  
 
Windows will allow any type of file to be dragged and dropped into the Playlist Panel; however, 
VenturiOne will reject any files that are not valid listmode files and the following warning will be 
displayed: 
 

 
 
Click OK to close this message. You should deselect the incorrect file types. 
 
If the addition of listmode files to the Playlist would result in the maximum number of 400 files being 
exceeded, the following message is displayed: 
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Click OK to close this message; you will need to reduce the number of files you have selected to 
make sure that the 400 file limit is not exceeded. 
 
Depending on how you selected the LMD files, a file may already be open in the Workspace, if not 
you can double click on an item in the Playlist to open a file. The currently open file is shown in the 
Playlist Panel by a green arrow, as demonstrated below: 
 

  
 
The filename of the currently open file is displayed in the VenturiOne Application Title Bar and in the 
Title of the Plots area of the Workspace, as illustrated in the picture below: 
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Add Workspace and Compensation Files to the Playlist 

 
You can associate workspace and / or compensation files with the LMD files in the Playlist. This is 
done using the options on the Playlist tab of the Ribbon or the playlist item Context Menu described 
in the section below. 

Playlist Context Menus 

 
When you right click on the blank area of the Playlist Panel the following context menu is displayed: 
 

 
 
 
These items affect the entire Playlist and allow you to create a New Playlist, Open Playlist and 
Save Playlist As. These options are the same as the respective options in the VenturiOne Menu. 
 
Right clicking on the file name of a playlist item in the Playlist Panel displays the following context 
menu:
