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2 End User Licence Agreement 

 
This Licence Agreement (ñLicence Agreementò) is between you (either as an individual or, if 
applicable, the entity on behalf of which you enter into the Agreement) (ñLicenseeò) and 
Applied Cytometry Systems (company number 2827270) of Unit 2 Brooklands Way, 
Brooklands Park Ind. Est. Dinnington Sheffield, S25 2JZ, England (ñLicensorò).   
 
If Licensee has signed an Order Form regarding the accompanying software ("Software") 
and the user manuals and other documentation that is generally made available to end-users 
by Licensor with the Software ("Documentation") and such Order Form has also been signed 
by Licensor (a) the Agreement shall incorporate such Order Form; (b) the terms and 
conditions of (and terms defined in) such Order Form shall have precedence over this Licence 
Agreement. 
 
Whether or not an Order Form has been signed by Licensee and Licensor, by installing or 
using the Software and/or by clicking on the "I ACCEPT" button of any form containing this 
document, Licensee is agreeing to be bound by this Licence Agreement.  If Licensee does not 
agree to all of the terms of this Licence Agreement, it should click the "I DO NOT ACCEPT" 
button of the form, Licensee shall thereafter have no rights to use any of the Software. 
 
1. Definitions.  In this Licence Agreement unless the context otherwise requires: 
"Group" means the Licensee's subsidiary and holding companies (as those terms are defined 
in Section 736 and Section 736A of the UK Companies Act 1985) and any other subsidiaries 
of such holding companies other than the Licensee;  "Licence Fee" means zero for an 
evaluation licence and otherwise the fee notified by Licensor; "Licence Key" means a licence 
key generated by Licensor that allows the Licensee to use the Software subject to the terms 
and conditions of this Licence Agreement; "Intellectual Property Rights" means all current 
and future worldwide patents, patent applications (including, without limitation, all reissues, 
divisions, renewals, extensions, continuations and continuations-in-part), copyrights 
(including, without limitation, rights in audiovisual works and moral rights), trade secrets, 
trademarks, service marks, trade names and all other intellectual property rights and 
proprietary rights, whether arising under the laws of the United Kingdom or any other country, 
state or jurisdiction; and "Personal Computer" means the personal computer on which the 
Software is first installed. 
 
2. Licence.  Licensee acknowledges that the Software and Documentation is licensed, 
not sold, to Licensee.  Subject to the terms and conditions of this Licence Agreement, 
Licensor hereby grants to Licensee a non-transferable, non-sublicenseable, non-exclusive 
licence during the term of this Licence Agreement, under Licensorôs Intellectual Property 
Rights in the Software to: (a) install and use the Software only on the Personal Computer; and 
(c) make a reasonable number of copies of the Software solely for backup purposes.  
Licensee's use of the Software shall be solely in accordance with the Documentation and for 
Licensee's internal business use. Licensor hereby grants to Licensee a limited, non-
transferable, non-sublicenseable, non-exclusive license, under Licensorôs Intellectual Property 
Rights in the Documentation, to use the Documentation and make a reasonable number of 
copies or printouts thereof solely for internal business use by Licensee.  Licensee shall 
ensure that at all times the Personal Computer shall remain in the ownership and control of 
the Licensee. If no expiry date is applicable to the licence, then the licence to use the 
Software is perpetual, provided that Licensee is in compliance with the terms of this Licence 
Agreement. 
 
3. Evaluation.  If Licensee has received the Software for purposes of evaluation 
purposes only as noted in the Order Form or on any other web site form, or if no Licence Fee 
is  payable by Licensee, the right to use the Software and Documentation granted in Section 
2 above: (a) is limited to 14 days from the date that the Software is first installed on the 
Personal Computer; (b) shall be solely to evaluate the suitability of the Software for 
Licensee's business; and (c) may be terminated at any time by Licensor.  Licensee 
acknowledges that Software distributed for the purposes of evaluation may not exhibit full 
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functionality.  An evaluation licence may be converted to a full licence upon payment of the 
then applicable Licence Fee. 
 
4. Restrictions.  Except as expressly provided in this Licence Agreement, Licensor 
does not grant the Licensee any right, title or interest in or to the Software or Documentation 
whether by implication or otherwise howsoever.  Licensee shall not itself or suffer, permit or 
allow any Group member, agent, or third party to: (a) decompile, disassemble, reverse 
engineer, or otherwise attempt to (i) derive source code or underlying ideas, algorithms, 
structure or organisation from the Software or (ii) defeat, avoid, bypass, remove, deactivate or 
otherwise circumvent any software protection mechanisms in the Software, including, without 
limitation, any such mechanism used to restrict or control the functionality of the Software 
(except and only to the extent that such a prohibition on such activity is expressly prohibited 
by applicable law notwithstanding this limitation); (b) sell, lease, license, sublicense, distribute

Licensee shall not remove, alter, cover or hide any patent, copyright, trademark or other 
proprietary notices, labels or marks whatsoever of Licensor on or in the Software or 
Documentation, and Licensee shall reproduce such notices, labels and marks on any copies 
of such the Software and Documentation that Licensee makes in connection with Licensee's 
permitted use of the Software and Documentation.  Licensee will promptly notify Licensor of 
any unauthorised use, disclosure, reproduction, or distribution of the Software or 
Documentation, which comes to Licensee's attention, or which Licensee reasonably suspects.  
Licensee is solely responsible for obtaining all equipment, and ensuring the compatibility 
thereof with the Software, and for paying all fees including, without limitation, all taxes and 
Internet access fees, necessary to use the Software.  Unless Licensor has issued a protection 
device to the Licensee, the Licensee's use of the Software shall be enforced by use of a 
Licence Key.  Licensee acknowledges that the Licence Key authorisation process requires 
the transmission of data regarding the Personal Computer to the Licensor and the Licensee 
agrees: (a) to such transmission; and (b) not to circumvent the protection scheme operated by 
the Licence Key.  Where Licensee has been issued with a protection device, Licensee 
acknowledges that use of the Software on the Personal Computer shall only be possible with 
the protection device installed and Licensee agrees not to make the protection device 
available to any third parties.  If the protection device becomes inoperable then Licensor shall 
issue a replacement to the Licensee and Licensee acknowledges that a replacement fee may 
be charged by the Licensor.

The Licensee shall receive limited technical support 
regarding the use and operation of the Software, not to exceed a limit of 2 hours via 
telephone or 1 year from the commencement of the License, which ever comes first 
Telephone technical support shall be provided during Licensor's standard technical Support 
hours of 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. GMT and 24 hour support through the any website that the 
Licensor may operate from time to time. Licensor MAKES NO WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND 
OR NATURE WHATSOEVER OR IMPLIED WARRANTY, INCLUDING ANY IMPLIED 
WARRANTY OF SATISFACTORY QUALITY OR FITNESS FOR ANY PARTICULAR 
PURPOSE, WITH RESPECT TO TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE OR INFORMATION 
PROVIDED TO LICENSEE BY LICENSOR OR ITS AGENTS OR PERSONNEL. Licensor 
makes no guarantee of the frequency, value, applicability or content of future updates or 
modifications to the Software. 
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7. Confidential Information.  Licensee agrees that the Licence Key, Software and 
Documentation and the Intellectual Property Rights in them are the property of Licensor.  The 
Licensee agrees to keep confidential the Licence Key, Software and Documentation and to 
protect the contents of the Software and Documentation, to limit access to the same to those 
who have a need to use any of them and to prevent unauthorised disclosure by its agents, 
officers or employees and Group members.  This obligation shall not extend to any 
information which is or comes into the public domain as a result of lawful acts not attributable 
to the party to whom the information has been supplied.  Licensor may use the name of the 
Licensee and/or any member of the Group in its publicity materials. 
 
8. Taxes.  The Licence Fee does not include any excise, sales, use, value added or 
other taxes, tariffs or duties whatsoever that may be applicable to the of the Software and 
Documentation.  When Licensor has the legal obligation to collect such taxes, tariffs or duties, 
the amount of such taxes, tariffs and duties shall be invoiced to Licensee and Licensee shall 
pay such amount unless Licensee provide Licensor with a valid tax exemption certificate 
authorised by the appropriate taxing authority.  All payments by Licensee for the Software and 
Documentation shall be made free and clear of, and without reduction for, any withholding 
taxes.  Any such taxes which are otherwise imposed on payments to Licensor shall be 
Licensee's sole responsibility.  Licensee shall provide Licensor with official receipts issued by 
the appropriate taxing authority and such other evidence as is reasonably requested by 
Licensor to establish that such taxes have been paid.

Licensor does not guarantee the security of Licensee's data or 
equipment at any time or for any purpose. Licensee does not guarantee that the software will 
be virus free.

You also agree that, in the event of any legal proceeding arising out of these Terms and their 
interpretation or the transaction contemplated hereby, the prevailing party shall, in addition to 
any award, be entitled to receive a reasonable attorneyôs fee and its costs, and such 
reasonable attorneys fee and costs shall be determined by the court.   
 
18. Miscellaneous.  In this Licence Agreement: (a) the singular includes the plural and 
vice versa; and (b) the headings shall not affect the construction or interpretation of this 
Licence Agreement.  No waiver or modification of the Licence Agreement shall be valid 
unless in writing signed by each party.  The waiver of a breach of any term hereof shall in no 
way be construed as a waiver of any other term or breach hereof.  This Licence Agreement is 
in the English language only, which language shall be controlling in all respects, and all 
versions hereof in any other language shall not be binding on the parties hereto.  All 
communications and notices to be made or given pursuant to this Licence Agreement shall be 
made in the English language.  Licensee may not assign this Licence Agreement or any rights 
or obligations hereunder, directly or indirectly, by operation of law or otherwise, without the 
prior written consent of Licensor.  Subject to the foregoing, this Licence Agreement will inure 
to the benefit of and be binding upon the parties and their respective successors and assigns.  
Any attempted assignment in violation of this Section shall be null and void.  If any provision 
of this Licence Agreement shall be held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be contrary to 
law, the remaining provisions of this Licence Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.  
Nonperformance of either party shall be excused to the extent that performance is rendered 
impossible by strike, fire, flood, earthquake, governmental acts or orders or restrictions, or 
any other reason when failure to perform is beyond the reasonable control of the 
nonperforming party.  This Licence Agreement and any Order Form signed by both parties 
shall constitute the entire understanding and agreement with respect to its subject matter, and 
supersedes any and all prior or contemporaneous representations, understandings and 
agreements whether oral or written between the parties (other than fraudulent 
misrepresentations).

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3 Installation of the VenturiOne Software 

 
This manual provides a guide for the successful installation of either the 32 bit or 64 bit 
version of the VenturiOne Software onto your PC. 
 
To install the software, insert the VenturiOne CD into your PCôs CD drive. If the CD does not 
automatically run, select your CD drive in My Computer and double click VOnelauncher.exe 
to run. 
 
If you are installing the software on a computer using Windows Vista, administration rights are 
needed to install the software.  
 

 
 
Click the Continue button to continue with the installation. 
 
Click the Cancel button if you need to exit the installation process. 
 
 
The Install VenturiOne dialog is displayed as illustrated below: 
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3.1 Installation of VenturiOne onto a 32 bit machine 

 
Click the Install VenturiOne (32 bit) button to install the VenturiOne software on your PC 
(the 64 bit option is grayed out when installing onto a 32 bit machine). The installation process 
will commence, indicated by the Windows Installer dialog illustrated below:

Alternatively, if you want to install the VenturiOne software, click the Next button. 
 
An Installation dialog is displayed; identifying the folder into which the VenturiOne software is 
to be installed, as illustrated below: 
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By default, the VenturiOne software is installed into C:\Program Files\Applied Cytometry
