conditions of (and terms defined in) such Order Form shall have precedence over this Licence
Agreement.

Whether or not an Order Form has been signed by Licensee and Licensor, by installing or
using the Software and/or by clicking on the "I ACCEPT" button of any form containing this
document, Licensee is agreeing to be bound by this Licence Agreement.

PURPOSE, WITH RESPECT TO TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE OR INFORMATION

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4 Installation of the VenturiOne Software

This manual provides a guide for the successful installation of either the 32 bit or 64 bit
version of the VenturiOne software onto your PC.

To install the software, insert the Ventur
automatically run, select your CD drive in My Computer and double click VOnelauncher.exe
to run.

You need administration rights on your computer in order to install the VenturiOne software. If
you do not have administrator level access you will be prompted to enter an administrator
user name and password.

You can only have one version of VenturiOne installed on your computer. If you have
previously installed VenturiOne you will have to un-install it first before being able to proceed
with the installation.

If you are installing the software on a computer that has User Account Control turned on
(Windows Vista and Windows 7 only), a standard Windows User Account Control dialog,
asking you to authorize the VenturiOne Installation is displayed:
